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Is Yah Racist?

It is taught within many Israelite camps that the Israelites are holy, and that the Hebrew word for “holy” only means “set apart”; or when combined with their other teachings, “segregated”.  This is a part of the race doctrine that was created by the powers that be.  It activates and fuels segregation and black supremacy.  In addition to this teaching, there’s a teaching that the Hebrew word for “holy” means “better.”  This activates and fuels black supremacy (pride) and segregation.  All of this is done to mold blacks, through the Israelite Community, into weapons to be used against whites.  The Black Conscious Community has their own programming – the melanin hype, “we are the original people,” Africa _____, the black woman is god, the black man is god, etc.
The word translated to “holy” means more than just set apart, or segregated.

One definition of the Brown-Driver-Briggs is “of God, as separate, apart, and so sacred, holy.”  I disagree.  That’s saying that it is sacred/holy because it is set apart.  That is wrong.  You can even look at the verses they give as examples to see that.

Qadosh, Strong’s number 6918, has to do more with purity and cleanliness – quality, or state of being.  Where in all of that do you see “set apart” or “segregated”?

Now read Leviticus chapter 11 in its entirety (in context).  If you look at how qadosh is used in scripture, and examine its root word, you’ll see that there’s more to it than just set apart.  It’s more of a quality thing.  It’s purified and special, and because it is, it is set apart; or it is set apart in order to be made purified and special.  It’s never just set apart.  

DEUTERONOMY
CHAPTER 4
41 ¶ Then Moses severed three cities on this side Jordan

toward the sunrising;

42 That the slayer might flee thither, which should kill his

neighbour unawares, and hated him not in times past; and

that fleeing unto one of these cities he might live:

43 Namely, Bezer in the wilderness, in the plain country, of

the Reubenites; and Ramoth in Gilead, of the Gadites; and

Golan in Bashan, of the Manassites.

Isn’t that “set apart”?  Isn’t that the word a racist should be using to say Yah said we are to be set apart, as in segregated?

If you go to each verse listed in the Brown-Driver-Briggs definition #2 you’ll see that those first few verses regarding Israel are not what they appear to be (how they state it).

It’s the same thing you’ve read in the previous definitions.  In the context of what you’ve already read, taking other verses into consideration, what you’re seeing here is the difference between saying a word that means “separated for a purpose,” and saying “separated for a purpose”.   And here, only the “separated” part is being stated, but it’s still one part of a whole (which is why you have to take other verses into consideration).

And when you consider Numbers 8:14, 16:9 and 1 Chronicles 23:13, you’ll see that it’s not similar to racist segregation.  The priests still interacted with the “common people,” right?  Wouldn’t the same be true for a kingdom of priests (Acts 10:28)?  But if anyone wants to use those verses and that word for segregationist doctrine, don’t leave out Isaiah 56:3.

I know that nearly everyone uses the term “set apart” (I think it comes from Jewish people), and there are Bible translations that do the same, but that’s a horrible definition of qadosh (the previous paragraph above even proves that because it shows what “set apart” is).  In English, “set apart” just means one thing is separated from another.  That’s it.  You can set apart one egg from another.  You can set apart clothes.  There’s nothing special in that.  With qadosh, there’s something special, and that something special is the reason it is set apart; or it is set apart to be, have, or be used for something special.

What makes the use of this term even worst is that for some people it is used out of racism, while for others it seems to be used out of pettiness – they don’t want to use “holy” because it’s a “Christian word”.  “Holy” is a much better definition of the word qadosh than “set apart” is!  And so is “hallowed,” “consecrated,” and “sanctified”.  Set apart?  No.

mightier than thou;

2 And when the LORD thy God shall deliver them before

thee; thou shalt smite them, and utterly destroy them; thou

shalt make no covenant with them, nor shew mercy unto

them:

Verse 6: The “above all” may not be what you think it is.  Is it better translated “from all” or “out of all”?

The word translated to “special” is actually “possession,” “property,” or “wealth”.  That’s something that is taken and held.  Taking from above all people, or taking from/out of all people?

Now take a look at Deuteronomy 10:15 and 14:2.

And even if it is “above all” it states that He has chosen them to be above all.  That’s being placed above all, not being above all genetically (genetically superior).

Now look at Deuteronomy 26:19 (this can be translated different ways):

Here, you actually see “above all the nations,” and still, He’s placing/setting, it’s not they who are genetically superior.

Deuteronomy 28:1 is the same.

So, they were taken from out of all nations, from amongst the other nations/families of the earth, to be placed above the other nations/families of the earth.  It’s like a priest or a king as opposed to the common people.  And this actually means they’re held to a higher standard.  They’ll get punished first and worst.  They’re supposed to be purer (of better quality) than others.  They’re supposed to be almost perfect in morality.  Is this true or false?  But how often do you hear this being stressed in this community, if at all?

And notice that in Deuteronomy 7:6 (above) Moses said the Israelites are holy to Yah.  That’s totally different than what some people are trying to make it out to be, as though they are genetically holy, and genetically superior.


Chapter 7 continued:

7 The LORD did not set his love upon you, nor choose you,

because ye were more in number than any people; for ye

were the fewest of all people:

8 But because the LORD loved you, and because he would

keep the oath which he had sworn unto your fathers, hath

the LORD brought you out with a mighty hand, and

redeemed you out of the house of bondmen, from the hand

of Pharaoh king of Egypt.

So, He chose them to be … and this is why He chose them to be….  They are not special on their own.



DEUTERONOMY
CHAPTER 4

NOW therefore hearken, O Israel, unto the statutes and unto

the judgments, which I teach you, for to do them, that ye

may live, and go in and possess the land which the LORD

God of your fathers giveth you. 
2 Ye shall not add unto the word which I command you,

neither shall ye diminish ought from it, that ye may keep

the commandments of the LORD your God which I

command you.

In these verses, wouldn’t “nation” be in reference to other nations, not Israel?  Now read verses 6-8 again with the corrections.

This is definitely not saying what the guy in the video, and others, have made it out to say, that Israelites are themselves superior.  In fact, Moses seemed to say that the Law would make them be seen as great.




Another verse that is used to support the racist, black supremacist doctrine is Amos 3:2, but when it’s used it’s taken totally out of context.  They say, “You only have I known of all the families of the earth.”  It’s true, but it’s used in conjunction with other verses that support the doctrine.  And how about taking a look at the entire verse?

AMOS
CHAPTER 3

HEAR this word that the LORD hath spoken against you, O

children of Israel, against the whole family which I brought

up from the land of Egypt, saying,

2 You only have I known of all the families of the earth:

therefore I will punish you for all your iniquities.

It doesn’t show that you’re better than everyone else.  It shows that you have to be better than everyone else when it comes to sin (many other verses confirm this).  The truth: You’re an Israelite, you have to be more righteous than everyone else.  You’re an Israelite, you have to be less sinful than everyone else.  You’re an Israelite, you’re going to get punished more severely than everyone else.  Is this being taught?





Contrary to scripture, there are those who believe that Yah gives favoritism to Israelites (“Jews”), and hates non-Israelites.  Many Jews, especially Zionist Jews, support this idea.
Before the flood:


GENESIS
CHAPTER 6
5 ¶ And GOD saw that the wickedness of man was great in

the earth, and that every imagination of the thoughts of his

heart was only evil continually.

6 And it repented the LORD that he had made man on the

earth, and it grieved him at his heart.

7 And the LORD said, I will destroy man whom I have

created from the face of the earth; both man, and beast, and

the creeping thing, and the fowls of the air; for it repenteth

me that I have made them.

8 But Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD.

Verse 5 says it was because of wickedness/evil/badness, Strong’s number 7451 (“wickedness” and “evil” are from the same Hebrew word in this verse).  Keep that in mind.

Was it because of racism or wickedness?  Was it because of who they were genetically, or was it because of who they were on the inside, and what they practiced as a result?

the LORD your God.

3 After the doings of the land of Egypt, wherein ye dwelt,

shall ye not do: and after the doings of the land of Canaan,

whither I bring you, shall ye not do: neither shall ye walk in

their ordinances.

This is about what they do, what they practice.

4 Ye shall do my judgments, and keep mine ordinances, to

walk therein: I am the LORD your God.

5 Ye shall therefore keep my statutes, and my judgments:

which if a man do, he shall live in them: I am the LORD.

6 ¶ None of you shall approach to any that is near of kin to

him, to uncover their nakedness: I am the LORD.

7 The nakedness of thy father, or the nakedness of thy

mother, shalt thou not uncover: she is thy mother; thou shalt

not uncover her nakedness.

8 The nakedness of thy father’s wife shalt thou not uncover:

it is thy father’s nakedness.

9 The nakedness of thy sister, the daughter of thy father, or

daughter of thy mother, whether she be born at home, or
born abroad, even their nakedness thou shalt not uncover.

These are actions, practices, correct?

12 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy father’s

sister: she is thy father’s near kinswoman.

13 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy mother’s

sister: for she is thy mother’s near kinswoman.

14 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy father’s

brother, thou shalt not approach to his wife: she is thine

aunt.

15 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy daughter in

law: she is thy son’s wife; thou shalt not uncover her

nakedness.

16 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy brother’s

wife: it is thy brother’s nakedness.

17 Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of a woman and

her daughter, neither shalt thou take her son’s daughter, or

her daughter’s daughter, to uncover her nakedness; for they

are her near kinswomen: it is wickedness.

18 Neither shalt thou take a wife to her sister, to vex her, to

uncover her nakedness, beside the other in her life time.

19 Also thou shalt not approach unto a woman to uncover

her nakedness, as long as she is put apart for her

uncleanness.

20 Moreover thou shalt not lie carnally with thy

neighbour’s wife, to defile thyself with her.

21 And thou shalt not let any of thy seed pass through the

fire to Molech, neither shalt thou profane the name of thy

God: I am the LORD.

22 Thou shalt not lie with mankind, as with womankind: it

is abomination.

23 Neither shalt thou lie with any beast to defile thyself

therewith: neither shall any woman stand before a beast to

lie down thereto: it is confusion.

24 Defile not ye yourselves in any of these things: for in all

these the nations are defiled which I cast out before you:

25 And the land is defiled: therefore I do visit the iniquity

thereof upon it, and the land itself vomiteth out her

inhabitants.

Why?  Because of their practices.

26 Ye shall therefore keep my statutes and my judgments,

and shall not commit any of these abominations; neither

any of your own nation, nor any stranger that sojourneth

among you:

27 (For all these abominations have the men of the land

done, which were before you, and the land is defiled;)

28 That the land spue not you out also, when ye defile it, as

it spued out the nations that were before you.

So, if the Israelites practiced the same things, they’d be spewed out of the land too!  They’d be spewed out of the land for the same reasons the previous nations were spewed out of the land—their practices.  And by now you already know this to be true.
29 For whosoever shall commit any of these abominations,

even the souls that commit them shall be cut off from

among their people.

30 Therefore shall ye keep mine ordinance, that ye commit

not any one of these abominable customs, which were

committed before you, and that ye defile not yourselves

therein: I am the LORD your God.

CHAPTER 7

WHEN the LORD thy God shall bring thee into the land

6 For thou art an holy people unto the LORD thy God: the

LORD thy God hath chosen thee to be a special people unto

himself, above all people that are upon the face of the earth.

7 The LORD did not set his love upon you, nor choose you,

because ye were more in number than any people; for ye

were the fewest of all people:

8 But because the LORD loved you, and because he would

keep the oath which he had sworn unto your fathers, hath

the LORD brought you out with a mighty hand, and

redeemed you out of the house of bondmen, from the hand

of Pharaoh king of Egypt.

If you look at verse 8, and take other verses regarding this topic into consideration, you’d see that it’s not the Israelites who are themselves special, or Yah that is favoring them in the way some make it seem, it’s the covenants, oaths, and His desire to protect His name, for instance, that is making it appear that way.  The only reason they are chosen is because of an oath.
DEUTERONOMY

CHAPTER 9

HEAR, O Israel: Thou art to pass over Jordan this day, to

go in to possess nations greater and mightier than thyself,

cities great and fenced up to heaven,

2 A people great and tall, the children of the Anakims,

whom thou knowest, and of whom thou hast heard say,

Who can stand before the children of Anak!

3 Understand therefore this day, that the LORD thy God is

he which goeth over before thee; as a consuming fire he

shall destroy them, and he shall bring them down before thy

face: so shalt thou drive them out, and destroy them

quickly, as the LORD hath said unto thee.

4 Speak not thou in thine heart, after that the LORD thy God

hath cast them out from before thee, saying, For my

righteousness the LORD hath brought me in to possess this

land: but for the wickedness of these nations the LORD doth

drive them out from before thee.

Because of their ethnicity?  No, because of their wickedness.
5 Not for thy righteousness, or for the uprightness of thine

heart, dost thou go to possess their land: but for the

wickedness of these nations the LORD thy God doth drive

them out from before thee, and that he may perform the

word which the LORD sware unto thy fathers, Abraham,

Isaac, and Jacob.

… that He may perform the word which He swore….


6 Understand therefore, that the LORD thy God giveth thee

not this good land to possess it for thy righteousness; for

thou art a stiffnecked people.
DEUTERONOMY
CHAPTER 18
9 ¶ When thou art come into the land which the LORD thy

God giveth thee, thou shalt not learn to do after the

abominations of those nations.

10 There shall not be found among you any one that maketh

his son or his daughter to pass through the fire, or that useth

divination, or an observer of times, or an enchanter, or a

witch,

11 Or a charmer, or a consulter with familiar spirits, or a

wizard, or a necromancer.

12 For all that do these things are an abomination unto the

LORD: and because of these abominations the LORD thy

God doth drive them out from before thee.

13 Thou shalt be perfect with the LORD thy God.

14 For these nations, which thou shalt possess, hearkened

unto observers of times, and unto diviners: but as for thee,

the LORD thy God hath not suffered thee so to do.
And what were the reasons other nations came against the Israelites successfully, even carrying them off into captivity many times (Ezekiel 7:1-9)?  Was it favoritism?  Was it racism?  No, it was because of Israel’s practices.  And there are many other verses that show the same as the verses above.

made with hands;

25 Neither is worshipped with men’s hands, as though he

needed any thing, seeing he giveth to all life, and breath,

and all things;

Is there only one God?  That means He is the God of the whole world, the God of all of mankind, which He created.  He was man’s God before there was such a thing as an Israelite (sons of Jacob/Israel).  Noah and Abraham weren’t Israelites, and yet....

Now go back over those verses, if you look closely you’ll see things that also happened in Israelite history, meaning it’s not specific to Israelites.  Let that sink in.






“I’m set apart.”  “I’m the chosen.”  You’re setting yourself up for failure.  You have your chest out and your nose up, thinking you’re better than the next man.  Hello!  That’s a sign of pride.  And if you have pride you’re guaranteed to get slapped down to the ground, but you’re not going to know why (you’ll be chosen alright).  “The scriptures say I’m chosen.”  But to consider those words and that idea out of context is to flirt with pride.  It’s like sparking a fire.  Chosen is not better.  Trust me, the moment you start thinking you’re better than everyone else, you’re in serious trouble.  It may be that someone is purposely trying to set you up to be prideful so that you would fail, just as they’ve been purposely trying to sabotage your walk with other false teachings.  And that’s just as “someone” has purposely sabotaged your walk, and perverted you as a people, through rap music.   
How many times did Yah tell your ancestors that it wasn’t because of their righteousness, meaning they weren’t the reason?  Surely you don’t think it’s because of your righteousness do you?  Seriously?  You, the people whose streets are filled with blood?  You, the people who probably can’t even spell “peace”?  You, the people who sing songs about murder, theft, greed, pride, sexual orgies, and sin?  Who kills more black men/Israelite men, you, the police, or the KKK?  Don’t you have an unwritten rule that it’s okay to do anything just as long as you get paid enough money?  Don’t you live to chase money?  Aren’t you the most materialistic people in the country (and probably the world)?  How many of your girls can make it to their thirties without getting pregnant?  How many babies do you abort each year?  What new drug are you adding to your drug use list this year?  You won’t even open a store in a black neighborhood.  Why not?  And it’s you, through genetics, that is so special and above all people?  You?  Seriously?

CHAPTER 2

“… you married the daughter of a strange god, meaning, you went to another race and married a woman.”  “The daughter of a strange god” is not the same as “the daughter of another people”.  He said that to marry the daughter of a strange god is to marry a woman of another race, and to do so is forbidden.  If that were true there would be no “strangers” welcome.  The daughter of a strange god is a woman who has a different god.

When you take into consideration the rest of the Bible, it’s clear that those verses he stated are cherry-picked, falsely explained verses intended to deceive individuals who lack Biblical understanding so can’t take other verses into consideration.

He brought up Nehemiah 13:23-27.  He said Nehemiah contended with the Israelites who had married the women of the other nations, and he said it was a sin to do so.  Let’s examine that.

Keep in mind this is what Nehemiah said.  If he’s saying something that’s not from the Law, how can you look at it as law?  Can you prove it was commanded or revealed to him? 



First, let’s put it in context.

NEHEMIAH
CHAPTER 12
26 These were in the days of Joiakim the son of Jeshua, the

son of Jozadak, and in the days of Nehemiah the governor,

and of Ezra the priest, the scribe.

27 ¶ And at the dedication of the wall of Jerusalem they

sought the Levites out of all their places, to bring them to

Jerusalem, to keep the dedication with gladness, both with

thanksgivings, and with singing, with cymbals, psalteries,

and with harps.

28 And the sons of the singers gathered themselves

together, both out of the plain country round about

Jerusalem, and from the villages of Netophathi;

29 Also from the house of Gilgal, and out of the fields of

Geba and Azmaveth: for the singers had builded them

villages round about Jerusalem.

30 And the priests and the Levites purified themselves, and

purified the people, and the gates, and the wall.

31 Then I brought up the princes of Judah upon the wall,

and appointed two great companies of them that gave

thanks, whereof one went on the right hand upon the wall
toward the dung gate:

He then goes on to speak about events that occurred prior to this.

15 ¶ In those days saw I in Judah some treading wine

presses on the sabbath, and bringing in sheaves, and lading

asses; as also wine, grapes, and figs, and all manner of

burdens, which they brought into Jerusalem on the sabbath

day: and I testified against them in the day wherein they

sold victuals.

23 ¶ In those days also saw I Jews that had married wives

of Ashdod, of Ammon, and of Moab:

24 And their children spake half in the speech of Ashdod,

and could not speak in the Jews’ language, but according to

the language of each people.

This was a different time, before the dedication, where he had seen certain Jews….

25 And I contended with them, and cursed them, and smote

certain of them, and plucked off their hair, and made them

swear by God, saying, Ye shall not give your daughters

unto their sons, nor take their daughters unto your sons, or

for yourselves.

26 Did not Solomon king of Israel sin by these things? yet

among many nations was there no king like him, who was

beloved of his God, and God made him king over all Israel:

nevertheless even him did outlandish women cause to sin.

27 Shall we then hearken unto you to do all this great evil,

to transgress against our God in marrying strange wives?

28 And one of the sons of Joiada, the son of Eliashib the

high priest, was son in law to Sanballat the Horonite:

therefore I chased him from me.

29 Remember them, O my God, because they have defiled

the priesthood, and the covenant of the priesthood, and of

the Levites.

30 Thus cleansed I them from all strangers, and appointed

the wards of the priests and the Levites, every one in his

business;

31 And for the wood offering, at times appointed, and for

the firstfruits. Remember me, O my God, for good.



Okay, now let’s focus on the verses in question.  Officer Nate brought up Nehemiah 13:23-27.  Looking at what’s stated in the first three verses of the chapter offers some insight I’m sure he doesn’t want others to know about.

DEUTERONOMY
CHAPTER 23
3 An Ammonite or Moabite shall not enter into the

congregation of the LORD; even to their tenth generation

shall they not enter into the congregation of the LORD for

ever:

4 Because they met you not with bread and with water in

the way, when ye came forth out of Egypt; and because

they hired against thee Balaam the son of Beor of Pethor of

Mesopotamia, to curse thee.

5 Nevertheless the LORD thy God would not hearken unto

Balaam; but the LORD thy God turned the curse into a

blessing unto thee, because the LORD thy God loved thee.

6 Thou shalt not seek their peace nor their prosperity all thy

days for ever.

So, there was a law against allowing Ammonites and Moabites into Israel.


Which people made up this mixed multitude in Nehemiah 13:3?  If it didn’t consist of unlawful persons, they went beyond the Law.  If they separated all non-Israelites from Israel, and those people who were excluded were not people who were restricted from Israel by law or Yah’s command, what they did was what they wanted to do, not what the Law or Yah stated.

27 Shall we then hearken unto you to do all this great evil, 
to transgress against our God in marrying strange wives?


There are several things to focus on in those verses:
1. Nehemiah said he saw some Jews who had taken as wives women of Ashdod, Ammon, and Moab.  You’ve already seen why Ammon and Moab were restricted.  Ashdod was a city in the land of the Philistines, a land the children of Israel was told to conquer and possess.

Moses, speaking to the children of Israel (before they entered the land, of course):
DEUTERONOMY
CHAPTER 7

WHEN the LORD thy God shall bring thee into the land

whither thou goest to possess it, and hath cast out many

nations before thee, the Hittites, and the Girgashites, and

the Amorites, and the Canaanites, and the Perizzites, and

the Hivites, and the Jebusites, seven nations greater and

mightier than thou;

2 And when the LORD thy God shall deliver them before

thee; thou shalt smite them, and utterly destroy them; thou

shalt make no covenant with them, nor shew mercy unto

them:

3 Neither shalt thou make marriages with them; thy

daughter thou shalt not give unto his son, nor his daughter

shalt thou take unto thy son.

4 For they will turn away thy son from following me, that

they may serve other gods: so will the anger of the LORD be

kindled against you, and destroy thee suddenly.

33 Because that they have forsaken me, and have
worshipped Ashtoreth the goddess of the Zidonians,
Chemosh the god of the Moabites, and Milcom the god of
the children of Ammon, and have not walked in my ways,
to do that which is right in mine eyes, and to keep my
statutes and my judgments, as did David his father.
Nehemiah was speaking about the commandment given to the children of Israel before entering the land, the commandment forbidding marriage with the people of the land they were going to possess, and the commandment forbidding certain nations from joining Israel—those people, those particular nations.  “…  Of the nations concerning which the LORD said unto the children of Israel, Ye shall not go in to them, neither shall they come in unto you: for surely they will turn away your heart after their gods”.
There wasn’t a law against marrying foreign women.  There were laws against marrying those certain people who lived in the land before they conquered it, and laws against allowing certain people from entering the congregation of Israel.
EZRA 

CHAPTER 9 
NOW when these things were done, the princes came to 
me, saying, The people of Israel, and the priests, and the 
Levites, have not separated themselves from the people of 
the lands, doing according to their abominations, even of 
the Canaanites, the Hittites, the Perizzites, the Jebusites, the 
Ammonites, the Moabites, the Egyptians, and the Amorites. 
2 For they have taken of their daughters for themselves, and 
for their sons: so that the holy seed have mingled 
themselves with the people of those lands: yea, the hand of 
the princes and rulers hath been chief in this trespass. 
3 And when I heard this thing, I rent my garment and my 
mantle, and plucked off the hair of my head and of my 
beard, and sat down astonied. 
4 Then were assembled unto me every one that trembled at 
the words of the God of Israel, because of the transgression 
of those that had been carried away; and I sat astonied until 
the evening sacrifice.

2 And Shechaniah the son of Jehiel, one of the sons of
Elam, answered and said unto Ezra, We have trespassed
against our God, and have taken strange wives of the people
of the land: yet now there is hope in Israel concerning this
thing.

These “strange wives” are those mentioned in Ezra 9:1-2 (above).

3 Now therefore let us make a covenant with our God to put
away all the wives, and such as are born of them, according
to the counsel of my lord, and of those that tremble at the
commandment of our God; and let it be done according to
the law.
4 Arise; for this matter belongeth unto thee: we also will be
with thee: be of good courage, and do it.
5 Then arose Ezra, and made the chief priests, the Levites,
and all Israel, to swear that they should do according to this
word. And they sware.
6 ¶ Then Ezra rose up from before the house of God, and
went into the chamber of Johanan the son of Eliashib: and
when he came thither, he did eat no bread, nor drink water:
for he mourned because of the transgression of them that
had been carried away.
7 And they made proclamation throughout Judah and
Jerusalem unto all the children of the captivity, that they
should gather themselves together unto Jerusalem;
8 And that whosoever would not come within three days,
according to the counsel of the princes and the elders, all
his substance should be forfeited, and himself separated
from the congregation of those that had been carried away.
9 ¶ Then all the men of Judah and Benjamin gathered
themselves together unto Jerusalem within three days. It
was the ninth month, on the twentieth day of the month;
and all the people sat in the street of the house of God,
trembling because of this matter, and for the great rain.
10 And Ezra the priest stood up, and said unto them, Ye
have transgressed, and have taken strange wives, to
increase the trespass of Israel.
11 Now therefore make confession unto the LORD God of
your fathers, and do his pleasure: and separate yourselves
from the people of the land, and from the strange wives.
12 Then all the congregation answered and said with a loud
voice, As thou hast said, so must we do.
13 But the people are many, and it is a time of much rain,
and we are not able to stand without, neither is this a work
of one day or two: for we are many that have transgressed
in this thing.
14 Let now our rulers of all the congregation stand, and let
all them which have taken strange wives in our cities come
at appointed times, and with them the elders of every city,
and the judges thereof, until the fierce wrath of our God for
this matter be turned from us.
15 ¶ Only Jonathan the son of Asahel and Jahaziah the son
of Tikvah were employed about this matter: and
Meshullam and Shabbethai the Levite helped them.
16 And the children of the captivity did so. And Ezra the
priest, with certain chief of the fathers, after the house of
their fathers, and all of them by their names, were
separated, and sat down in the first day of the tenth month
to examine the matter.
17 And they made an end with all the men that had taken
strange wives by the first day of the first month.
18 ¶ And among the sons of the priests there were found
that had taken strange wives: namely, of the sons of Jeshua
the son of Jozadak, and his brethren; Maaseiah, and Eliezer,
and Jarib, and Gedaliah.
19 And they gave their hands that they would put away
their wives; and being guilty, they offered a ram of the flock
for their trespass.
Now take a look at this:

DEUTERONOMY
CHAPTER 20
WHEN thou goest out to battle against thine enemies, and

seest horses, and chariots, and a people more than thou, be

not afraid of them: for the LORD thy God is with thee,

which brought thee up out of the land of Egypt.

2 And it shall be, when ye are come nigh unto the battle,

that the priest shall approach and speak unto the people,

3 And shall say unto them, Hear, O Israel, ye approach this

day unto battle against your enemies: let not your hearts

faint, fear not, and do not tremble, neither be ye terrified

because of them;

4 For the LORD your God is he that goeth with you, to fight

for you against your enemies, to save you.

10 ¶ When thou comest nigh unto a city to fight against it,

then proclaim peace unto it.

11 And it shall be, if it make thee answer of peace, and

open unto thee, then it shall be, that all the people that is

found therein shall be tributaries unto thee, and they shall

serve thee.

12 And if it will make no peace with thee, but will make

war against thee, then thou shalt besiege it:

13 And when the LORD thy God hath delivered it into thine

hands, thou shalt smite every male thereof with the edge of

the sword:

14 But the women, and the little ones, and the cattle, and all

that is in the city, even all the spoil thereof, shalt thou take

unto thyself; and thou shalt eat the spoil of thine enemies,

which the LORD thy God hath given thee.

15 Thus shalt thou do unto all the cities which are very far

off from thee, which are not of the cities of these nations.

They were told to do what’s in verses 13 and 14 with the cities far away, not with the cities of the nations they were to possess, showing a distinction—a distinction with a reason that can be found in Ezra 9:11 (above).  And notice the mention of the women in verse 14.  They would be considered captives, right?

16 But of the cities of these people, which the LORD thy

God doth give thee for an inheritance, thou shalt save alive

nothing that breatheth:

17 But thou shalt utterly destroy them; namely, the Hittites,

and the Amorites, the Canaanites, and the Perizzites, the

Hivites, and the Jebusites; as the LORD thy God hath

commanded thee:

18 That they teach you not to do after all their
abominations, which they have done unto their gods; so

should ye sin against the LORD your God.

By now you should be able to see it.  Because those nations were so outrageously wicked and sick, they were to be utterly destroyed; no one was to take one of their women as a wife.  And you’ve already read one reason why over and over again.


The following was before the previous verses.

NUMBERS

CHAPTER 31
6 And Moses sent them to the war, a thousand of every

tribe, them and Phinehas the son of Eleazar the priest, to the

war, with the holy instruments, and the trumpets to blow in

his hand.

7 And they warred against the Midianites, as the LORD

commanded Moses; and they slew all the males.

9 And the children of Israel took all the women of Midian

captives, and their little ones, and took the spoil of all their

cattle, and all their flocks, and all their goods.
12 And they brought the captives, and the prey, and the

spoil, unto Moses, and Eleazar the priest, and unto the

congregation of the children of Israel, unto the camp at the

plains of Moab, which are by Jordan near Jericho.

15 And Moses said unto them, Have ye saved all the

women alive?

16 Behold, these caused the children of Israel, through the

counsel of Balaam, to commit trespass against the LORD in

the matter of Peor, and there was a plague among the

congregation of the LORD.

So, there was an issue here for a specific reason.


17 Now therefore kill every male among the little ones, and

kill every woman that hath known man by lying with him.

18 But all the women children, that have not known a man

by lying with him, keep alive for yourselves.
25 ¶ And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying,

26 Take the sum of the prey that was taken, both of man

and of beast, thou, and Eleazar the priest, and the chief

fathers of the congregation:

Who told them to take both man and beast?


27 And divide the prey into two parts; between them that

took the war upon them, who went out to battle, and

between all the congregation:

28 And levy a tribute unto the LORD of the men of war

which went out to battle: one soul of five hundred, both of

the persons, and of the beeves, and of the asses, and of the

sheep:

29 Take it of their half, and give it unto Eleazar the priest,

for an heave offering of the LORD.

30 And of the children of Israel’s half, thou shalt take one

portion of fifty, of the persons, of the beeves, of the asses,

and of the flocks, of all manner of beasts, and give them

unto the Levites, which keep the charge of the tabernacle of

the LORD.
32 And the booty, being the rest of the prey which the men

of war had caught, was six hundred thousand and seventy

thousand and five thousand sheep,
35 And thirty and two thousand persons in all, of women

that had not known man by lying with him.

36 And the half, which was the portion of them that went

out to war, was in number three hundred thousand and

seven and thirty thousand and five hundred sheep:

37 And the LORD’s tribute of the sheep was six hundred

and threescore and fifteen.

38 And the beeves were thirty and six thousand; of which

the LORD’s tribute was threescore and twelve.

39 And the asses were thirty thousand and five hundred; of

which the LORD’s tribute was threescore and one.

40 And the persons were sixteen thousand; of which the

LORD’s tribute was thirty and two persons.
Yah is racist?  No mixing is the law?  

DEUTERONOMY
CHAPTER 21
10 ¶ When thou goest forth to war against thine enemies,
and the LORD thy God hath delivered them into thine hands,
and thou hast taken them captive,
11 And seest among the captives a beautiful woman, and
hast a desire unto her, that thou wouldest have her to thy
wife;
12 Then thou shalt bring her home to thine house; and she
shall shave her head, and pare her nails;
13 And she shall put the raiment of her captivity from off
her, and shall remain in thine house, and bewail her father
and her mother a full month: and after that thou shalt go in
unto her, and be her husband, and she shall be thy wife.
14 And it shall be, if thou have no delight in her, then thou
shalt let her go whither she will; but thou shalt not sell her
at all for money, thou shalt not make merchandise of her,
because thou hast humbled her.
No mixing is the law?  Why is it in the Law?  Look at those verses and you’ll see a non-Israelite woman becoming the wife of an Israelite man, and that Israelite man having sex with her, which leads to children.  So, this whole gene purity theory is totally false.
Marrying someone who does or will have “another god” is definitely wrong.  You say, “It’s not in the Law.”?  The main reason Yah told the children of Israel not to marry those people was because it would lead them to “another god,” which would lead them to other beliefs and practices.  By marrying someone with “another god” you are yoking yourself to that “god” also.  This should never be done.

There’s a difference between seeking to marry, and letting a relationship and marriage happen.  The first place an Israelite should seek to marry is within their tribe (once tribes are identified); the second place is within their own people (Israelites).  But if love forms with someone of another ethnicity who has the same God (and hopefully the same beliefs), it isn’t unlawful and shouldn’t be looked at as such.  This “outsider” is now “the stranger”.



It should be clear by now, and if not it will be clear later on, that real Judaism is not racist.  In fact, it’s the opposite – you’ll be punished for being racist.  The same is true for the new covenant and the New Testament.  What men do with the words of the Bible is another story.  They can take things out of context and use it for racism.  And they can do the same with other books, not just the Bible.
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
